In one district, we have both a praise
and a prayer opportunity—a record number of kids have registered for the Good News clubs but the afterschool
busing is no longer available for more than half of those children.

While it’s not always an even match, God balances out our disappointments and difficulties with blessings and
praises. We are seeing record numbers of kids registering for the Good News Clubs. And we are working with
several churches on new Good News Clubs that will start later in the school year.
